Laser Printer Precautions

This printer uses laser technology. The following list of 
precautions applies whenever you open the printer cover. Even 
if you are familiar with other types of printers, be sure to follow 
these precautions carefully to ensure safe, trouble-free operation.

w Warning:
Be careful not to touch the fuser, which is marked CAUTION 
Hot Surface Avoid Contact. If the printer has been in use, the 
fuser can be very hot.

❏ Avoid touching the components inside the printer unless 
instructed to do so in this guide.

CAUTION Hot Surface Avoid Contact
Safety Instructions      1
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❏ Never force the printer’s components into place. Although the 
printer is designed to be sturdy, rough handling can damage 
it.

❏ When removing the developer cartridge, never touch the 
developing roller under the flap; otherwise, the print quality 
will decline.

❏ Do not turn the cartridge upside down or stand it on its sides.

❏ When handling the cartridge, always set it on a clean, smooth 
surface.

❏ Do not attempt to modify or take apart the cartridge. It cannot 
be refilled.

❏ Try not to touch the toner and avoid all contact with your eyes.

❏ Do not use a cartridge for at least one hour after moving it 
from a cool to a warm environment.

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❏ When removing or installing a new photoconductor unit, 
avoid exposing it to light. The green cylinder, visible through 
the openings in the unit, is a light-sensitive drum. If the 
photoconductor unit is out of the printer for a long period, 
covering it with an opaque cloth prevents extended exposure 
to light and possible damage. Exposure to light will damage 
the drum, resulting in dark or light areas on the printed page 
and may shorten the service life of the unit.

❏ Be sure not to scratch the surface of the drum. When you 
remove the photoconductor unit from the printer, always set 
the unit on a clean, smooth surface. Also, avoid touching the 
drum, as oils from your skin can permanently damage its 
surface and may affect print quality.

❏ To get the best print quality, do not store the photoconductor 
unit in an area subject to direct sunlight, dust, salty air, or 
corrosive gasses (such as ammonia). Avoid locations subject 
to extremes or rapid changes of temperature or humidity. 
Also, be sure to keep the consumable components out of the 
reach of children.

Important Safety Instructions

Read all of these instructions before operating your printer.

❏ Follow all warnings and instructions marked on the printer.

❏ Unplug the printer from the electrical outlet before cleaning. 
Use a damp cloth for cleaning and do not use liquid or aerosol 
cleaners.

❏ Do not use the printer near water.

❏ Do not place the printer on an unstable cart, stand, or table.

❏ Slots and openings, located on the sides and bottom of the 
printer, are provided for ventilation. Keep these slots and 
openings clear to allow proper ventilation. Avoid placing the 
printer on a bed, sofa or other soft surface, or in a small 
enclosed area, as this restricts proper ventilation.

❏ Except as specifically explained in this guide, do not attempt 
to service this product yourself.

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2 Finding a Place for the Printer

❏ Place your printer close enough to the computer or 
workstation for the printer cable to reach both.

❏ Leave adequate room around the printer to allow easy 
operation, maintenance and sufficient ventilation. The diagram 
below shows the minimum recommended amount of space.

❏ If you install the optional 500-Sheet Lower Cassette Unit, you 
will need an additional 130 mm (5.1 inches) in height. If you 
install the optional Face-up Tray, you will need an additional 
200 mm (7.9 inches) at the back of the printer.

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c Caution:
❏ Never place the printer on a stand that is narrower than the 

printer’s width as shown in the illustration below, as this 
may damage the printer.

❏ Avoid locations that are subject to direct sunlight, extreme 
temperatures, moisture, or dust.

❏ Place the printer where the power cord can be easily 
unplugged.

❏ Avoid using an electrical outlet that is controlled by wall 
switches or automatic timers. Accidental disruption of power 
may erase valuable information in your computer’s or 
printer’s memory.

❏ Avoid using electrical outlets on the same circuit as large 
motors or other items that might disturb the power supply.

❏ Keep the entire computer and printer system away from 
potential sources of interference, such as loudspeakers or the 
base units of cordless telephones.

The Imaging Cartridge and the Photoconductor Unit are pre-installed 
in the printer.

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3 Installing the Options

500-Sheet Lower Cassette Unit

The optional 500-Sheet Lower Cassette Unit gives you a second 
paper source, in addition to the standard paper tray. This section 
describes how to install the cassette unit and to load paper.

Installing

1. Make sure the printer and cassette are facing the same way. 
Lift the printer and align the pins on the cassette with the holes 
on the bottom of the printer. Then, lower the printer until it 
rests securely on the 500-Sheet Lower Cassette Unit.

2. Reconnect any interface cables you removed.

3. Make sure the printer’s power switch is turned off, then plug 
the Unit’s power cord into the printer. Make sure the power 
cord is connected correctly.

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4. Turn on the printer.

After installing the printer driver, you can confirm the 500-Sheet 
Lower Cassette Unit is installed correctly. Macintosh users can 
check the installation in the EPSON Status Monitor 3 and 
Windows users can check in the Printer Driver by selecting the 
Optional Settings tab. The cassette unit is indicated as a Paper 
Source if it is correctly installed. If it is not listed among the paper 
sources, try reinstalling it. For more information on installing the 
software, see “Installing the Printer Software” on page 22.

Note:
For detailed instructions on installing or removing the 500-Sheet Lower 
Cassette Unit, see the Reference Guide.

Be sure to select the paper source in your application program. 
Since the selection method varies with each application, see your 
software documentation for more information.

Face-up Tray

The printer normally outputs paper face down on top of the 
printer. If you want face-up output, you can install the optional 
Face-up Tray (C81286✽). This tray gives you immediate viewing 
of your printed output and is recommended for printing on media 
such as labels and transparencies that require a straight-through 
paper path.

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Installing

1. Turn off the printer.

2. Install the Face-up Tray by sliding the mounting pins into the 
designated slots, one at a time. Do not force both sides in at 
once.

Memory Module

By installing a Single In-line Memory Module (SIMM), you can 
increase printer memory up to 13 MB (printer default 2 MB + 
optional 4, 8, 16 or 32 MB). You may want to add additional 
memory if you are having difficulty printing complex or graphics-
intensive pages.

Note:
The maximum amount of memory is 13 MB. Even though a 16 or 32 
MB SIMM is installed, only 13 MB is accessible.

You can purchase SIMMs from various vendors. Be sure the 
SIMM you purchase meets the following requirements:

❏ 72-pin, EDO type

❏ Capacity of 4, 8, 16 or 32 MB

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❏ Access speed of 60 ns or less

❏ Dimensions within 108 mm (4.25 inches) × 26 mm (1.02 
inches), with a thickness of 10 mm (0.4 inch)

Note:
The maximum amount of memory is 13 MB. Even though a 16 MB or 
32 MB SIMM is installed, only 13 MB is accessible.

w Warning:
To avoid electrical shock, do not attempt to install a SIMM unless 
the printer is turned off.

1. Turn off the printer.

2. Open the printer cover by pressing the latch on the left side 
of the printer. 

3. Remove the printer’s side cover by lifting the clip and sliding 
the side cover backward. Then lift the side cover away from 
the printer.

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4. Loosen the retaining screws securing the shield cover, and 
remove the shield cover.

c Caution:
Before you install the module, be sure to discharge any static 
electricity by touching the printer’s shield cover. Otherwise, you 
may damage static-sensitive components.

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5. Insert the SIMM module into the RAM slot at an angle, 
making sure the corner of the SIMM module with the cut-out 
corner is facing downward. Also confirm that the pin 
numbers, either 1 or 72, of the slot and the SIMM match. 

6. Press the module down until it clicks into place at right angles 
to the slot. Do not apply too much force.

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7. Replace the shield cover and tighten its screws.

c Caution:
When replacing the shield cover, be sure not to pinch wires inside 
the printer between the printer case and the shield cover.

8. Replace the printer’s side cover.

9. Gently close the printer cover.

To verify that memory is correctly installed, print a status sheet. 
See “Printing a Status Sheet” described later in this guide.

If an incorrect amount of memory is shown on the status sheet, 
turn off the printer and review the steps above to make sure you 
correctly installed the SIMM. If the amount of memory is still 
incorrect, contact your dealer or a qualified service person for 
assistance.

Removing

1. To access the printer’s RAM slots, perform steps 1 through 4 
in “Memory Module” on page 11.

2. Pull the clips on each side of the RAM slot outward to release 
the memory module.

3. Grasp both sides of the SIMM and pull it out.

Loading Paper

1. Insert the paper tray under the slots at the front of the printer, 
as shown below, then push it all the way into the printer.

2. Fan a stack of paper (up to 150 sheets), then align the edges 
by tapping the stack on a flat surface. With the paper’s 
printable side facing up, place the stack into the tray. Slide the 
paper guides against the paper stack.

4. Pull up the extension output tray on the front of the printer.

Before printing make sure the Paper Size setting in your printer driver 
matches the paper you load.

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Attaching the Power Cord

1. Make sure the printer is turned off. It is off when the N side 
of the power switch on the left side of the printer is pushed in.

2. Insert the power cord into the back of the printer. Then plug 
the other end into a properly grounded electrical outlet.

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Connecting to the Computer

Your printer comes with two standard interface connectors, 
parallel and USB.

Parallel interface for PCs
To connect the printer to your PC, you need a shielded, twisted-
pair parallel cable.

Note:
Windows 98, 95 and Windows NT 4.0 support the parallel interface.

1. Make sure both the printer and computer are turned off.

2. Plug the cable connector securely into the printer’s interface 
connector. Then squeeze the wire clips together until they lock 
in place on both sides. If your cable has a ground wire, connect 
it to the ground connector below the interface connector.

3. Plug the other end of the cable into the computer’s parallel 
interface. If there is a ground wire at the computer end of the 
cable, connect it to the ground connector at the back of the 
computer.

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Using a USB connection

To connect the printer to a USB port, you need a standard shielded 
USB cable. Follow these steps.

Note:
Only Macintosh and Windows 98 pre-installed PCs support the USB 
interface.

1. Make sure both the printer and computer are turned off.

2. Plug the appropriate end of the cable into the USB port on the 
back of the printer. (The end that fits the printer has a different 
shape from the end that fits the computer.)

3. Connect the other end of the cable to the computer’s USB port.

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5 Installing the Printer Software

After connecting the printer to your computer, install the printer 
software. It is included on the “Printer Software for EPSON 
EPL-5700L” CD-ROM shipped with your printer.

Your printer software includes:

❏ Printer driver
The printer driver gives you complete control over your 
printer with the Microsoft Windows 98, 95, Windows NT 4.0, 
or Macintosh 8.1 or later. With it, you can make settings such 
as print quality and paper size.

❏ EPSON Status Monitor 3 utility
The EPSON Status Monitor 3 utility allows you to view 
printer status information such as the amount of toner 
remaining and check for any printer errors. When the printer 
driver is installed, the EPSON Status Monitor 3 utility is also 
installed automatically.

Note:
If you wish to make a floppy disk version of the printer software on your 
CD-ROM, you can use the driver disk creation utility included on the 
CD-ROM.

For Windows Users

Your computer must meet the following requirements to use the 
Windows driver included with the printer:

❏ The computer must be running either Microsoft Windows 98/
95 or Windows NT 4.0.

❏ 10 MB of free hard disk space
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For parallel interfaces

Follow these steps to install the printer driver for Windows 98/
95 and Windows NT 4.0.

1. Make sure that the printer is off and Windows is running. 

2. Insert the CD-ROM that comes with your printer into your 
CD-ROM drive (this is usually the D: drive).

3. In the dialog box that appears, double-click Install Printer 
Driver/Utility, or select Install Printer Driver/Utility and then 
click the top arrow on the right.

If this dialog box does not appear, double-click the My 
Computer icon, then double-click the CD-ROM drive icon. 
If this dialog box appears, double-click Install Printer Driver/ 
Utility.
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If this dialog box still does not appear, double-click the 
Setup.exe icon. You may need to use the arrows to scroll 
through the folder to find it.

4. In the dialog box that appears, select EPSON EPL-5700L 
Advanced and click OK. This automatically installs the 
printer driver.

5. When installation is complete, click OK.

Note:
❏ The EPSON Status Monitor 3 utility is also installed.

❏ Installation time varies depending on your computer system.

The printer driver is now installed on your computer. The 
installation program automatically selects this printer as the 
default printer for Windows applications.

If you installed the options to the printer, you need to make some 
settings after installing the printer driver. See “Making Basic 
Driver Settings” on page 34.

Before using the printer software, read the README file located 
in the Epson (Printers) folder.

For USB interfaces (Windows 98 pre-installed PCs only)

If you connected your printer using the USB interface, you need 
to install the EPSON USB device driver and the printer driver 
included in the printer software CD-ROM.

Note:
To connect your printer to the USB interface on your PC, you must 
purchase a USB cable.

The installation program for the USB device driver allows you to 
install the printer driver as well. You do not need to install the 
printer driver separately. Follow the steps in this section to install 
the software.

c Caution:
Make sure you really want to install the USB device driver before 
beginning the installation process. Do not click Cancel during 
installation, as this can create problems with the installed driver.

1. Turn on your printer. 

2. Turn on your computer and make sure Windows 98 is 
running. The following dialog box appears.

3. Click Next and follow the instructions on the screen.
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4. When the following dialog box appears, select Specify a 
location and type D:\Win98 in the text box (if your CD-ROM 
drive has a drive letter other than “D”, substitute the 
appropriate letter). Insert the printer software CD-ROM, then 
click Next.

5. Click Next to begin the device driver installation.

Type here. Make sure D:\WIN98 is displayed correctly.

Clear any selected boxes.

Click here.
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6. After the installation is completed, the following dialog box 
appears. Click Finish.

7. The printer software installation automatically starts and the 
following dialog box appears. Click Next.

If the Wizard instructs you to restart, you must restart your 
computer.

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Ensuring that the USB Driver was installed correctly

Use the following procedure to confirm that the USB driver was 
installed correctly.

1. Click the Start button, point to Settings and click on the 
Printers folder. Make sure the icon for the printer appears in 
the Printers folder.

2. Click the printer icon, and select Properties from the File 
menu.
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3. Click the Details tab and make sure EPUSBx: (EPL-5700L) is 
displayed in the Print to the following port list box.

4. If the correct port is not displayed, see “Troubleshooting” in 
the Reference Guide.
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For Macintosh Users

Your computer must meet the following requirements to use the 
Macintosh driver included with the printer:

❏ The computer must be running Mac OS 8.1 or later.

❏ 6 MB of free hard disk space

For USB interfaces

c Caution:
Turn off all virus protection programs before you install your 
printer software.

Note:
To connect your printer to the USB interface on your Macintosh, you 
must purchase a USB cable.

Follow these steps to install your printer software.

1. Turn on your Macintosh and insert the software CD in the 
CD-ROM drive.

2. The EPSON printer software disk opens automatically.

3. If a single Installer icon appears, double-click the icon.
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The following dialog box appears.

4. To install all of the printer software included on your printer 
software CD-ROM, make sure the Install Location box 
displays the correct disk drive and click Install.

5. Click Continue.

6. When a message appears informing you that the installation 
is finished, click Restart to complete the installation and 
restart your computer.

Selecting your printer in the Chooser

After you have installed the printer software, you need to open 
the Chooser to select your printer. You have to choose the printer 
the first time you use it or whenever you want to switch to another 
printer. Your Macintosh will always print using the last printer 
selected.
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1. Choose Chooser from the Apple menu. Then click your 
printer’s icon and the port your printer is connected to.

2. Click the Background Printing radio buttons to turn 
background printing on or off.

When background printing is on, you can use your Macintosh 
while it is preparing a document for printing. In order to use 
the EPSON Monitor 4 utility to manage print jobs, 
background printing must be turned on.

3. Close the Chooser.
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Making Basic Driver Settings

Before you start printing, you should make sure the driver 
settings match your document requirements. While many 
Windows applications override the printer settings made with the 
driver, some do not.

Be sure to check the following:

For Windows users

Follow these steps to make the required settings:

1. Click the Start button.

2. Point to Settings, then click Printers.

3. Right-click your printer icon and choose Properties (in 
Windows 98/95) or Document Defaults (in Windows NT 
4.0). 

4. Click the Basic Settings tab.

5. Select the paper size you loaded in the printer from the Paper 
settings. If you don’t see your paper size on the list, use the 
arrow on the right to scroll through the list.

Paper Size: The size of the paper loaded in the 
printer

Orientation: The direction of printing on the page 
(portrait or landscape)

Print Quality: The print resolution in dots per inch 
(dpi)

Paper Source: Auto Selection, MP Tray, or 500-Sheet 
Lower Cassette Unit (if installed)
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6. Select Portrait or Landscape orientation. The direction of 
printing on the diagram on the screen changes according to 
the orientation you select.

7. Select the resolution from the Print Quality settings.

8. Select the paper source.

Make any other settings you wish, and click OK when you are 
finished.

Testing the Printer

To test whether the printer is set up correctly, print a status sheet. 
It contains information about the printer, including the current 
settings. 

Printing a Status Sheet

Follow the steps below to print a status sheet.

For Windows users

1. Make sure A4 size paper is loaded in the printer.

2. Turn on the printer as shown below. It is on when the “|” side 
of the power switch on the left side of the printer is pushed in.
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3. Turn on your computer and make sure Windows is running 
on your computer.

4. Click Start, and select Settings and Printers.

5. Right-click the icon of your printer, and click Properties.

6. Click the Optional Settings tab and select the Status Sheet 
button. The printer starts printing a status sheet. 

7. After the Status Sheet prints, click OK and the dialog box will 
close.
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For Macintosh users

Follow the steps below to print a status sheet. 

1. Choose Chooser from the Apple menu. Select your printer 
then click the Setup button, and the printer setup window 
will appear. Click your printer’s icon and then the port your 
printer is connected to. 

2. Select the Status Sheet button. Then the Status Sheet window 
appears.

3. Select the Status Sheet Print button, and the printer starts 
printing a status sheet.

4. After the status sheet prints click OK and the dialog box will 
close.

Laser Safety

This printer is certified as a Class 1 laser product under the U.S. 
Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) Radiation

Since radiation emitted by the laser is completely confined within 
protective housings, the laser beam cannot escape from the 
machine during any phase of user operation.

w Warning:
Use of controls or adjustments or performance of procedures 
other than those specified in this guide may result in hazardous 
radiation exposure.

This is a semiconductor laser. The maximum power of the laser 
diode is 5 mW with a wavelength of 770 to 810 nm.
